	2.    Promotes Sustainable Food Production - Increase food production and incomes of smallholder farmers and landless agriculture workers, particularly women
Does it ensure balance between food and cash crops towards ensuring household nutrition and sustainable income
Does planned agricultural activities diminish crop diversification and change the balance between food and cash crops to the benefit of the latter, which might affect quality of household nutrition
Does high yielding crop varieties with greater cash potential replace traditional varieties of food crops at the expense of food and nutritional security of the household;  
Does change in the balance between cash crops and food crops makes poor households more vulnerable to market shocks;

	

	3. Recognizes significant role and meaningful participation of women

Recognition of women's constraints, responsibilities and know-how in relation to that of men will be significant to the definition of project activities - introduction of any new technologies; training, information-dissemination; extension strategies; credit and savings mechanisms; and marketing support. 


	

	4. Addresses access and control over productive resources by small-scale farmers and fishers
Does the investment promotes equitable Access to land and resources  (land ownership and land tenure) both for small-scale men and women

	

	5. Utilizes participatory approach e.g. engages multi-stakeholders in the project identification, implementation, management and evaluation
Does it have  strong  and clear accountability mechanism
Does it enhance existing community structures / maximizes social capital
